PCB/PCT
Legal basis

Council Directive 96/59/EC of 16 September 1996 on the disposal of polychlorinated biphenyls and polychlorinated terphenyls (PCB/PCT) as amended by regulation (EC) 596/2009

Questions

A. Which parts of the provisions of the Directive have been transposed?

In accordance with the progress report on transposition and implementation of European Community environmental and climate legislation in Montenegro in the period May 2011 – March 2012 (“Monitoring transposition and implementation of the EU environmental Acquis”), total transposition score of the PCB/PCT Directive is 94,6%. The main instruments for transposition are the Waste Management Law (OG MNE No. 64/11 of 29th September 2011) and the Rulebook on the Procedure for Processing Equipment and Waste Containing PCB (OG MNE No. 48/12 of 14th September 2012).
B. When and by which measures transposition of the remaining provisions is foreseen?
Not decided yet, e.g. prohibition the separation of PCBs from other substances for the purpose of reusing the PCBs (art. 5 Directive).
C. What have been achieved as regards:

· Identifying competent authority/ies

Environmental Protection Agency is in charge to compile reports delivered by holders of PCB waste/equipment. 
Ecological inspection shall monitor disposal, decontamination and storage facilities.
· Establishing programmes for the disposal/decontamination of equipment containing PCBs (Art. 3)
The holder of equipment and waste containing PCBs shall provide waste treatment and decontamination of equipment containing PCBs. (Article 56, paragraph 3 Waste Management Law)

The holder of equipment and waste containing PCBs is required to prepare a management plan for equipment and waste containing PCBs in accordance with this Law. (Article 57, paragraph 1 Waste Management Law)
Note: The management plan for equipment and waste containing PCBs containing the measures planned for removal or decontamination, including replacement of fluids in accordance with Annex I Rulebook on the Procedure for Processing Equipment and Waste Containing PCB.
· Establishing and updating inventories of equipment containing PCBs (Art. 4)

The holder of equipment and waste containing PCBs shall keep records of equipment and PCB waste and PCB quantities of and submit data  to the Agency by 31 March of the current for the previous year (Article 57, paragraph 2 Waste Management Law).
· Requiring holders of equipment containing PCBs to notify competent authority (Art. 4)

The holder of equipment and waste containing PCBs shall keep records of equipment and PCB waste and PCB quantities of and submit data to the Agency by 31 March of the current for the previous year.
· Ensuring equipment is labeled (Art. 4)

Contaminated equipment is marked in indelible marks that contain the information specified in Annex 2, which is an integral part of Rulebook on the Procedure for Processing Equipment and Waste Containing PCB (Art. 6 of Rulebook).

· Requiring PCB-disposal undertakings to maintain registers (Art. 4)

There are no installations for PCB-disposal in Montenegro. In accordance with WML, owner of a waste treatment plant is required to keep records on the waste management, the origin of waste and location of waste treatment facilities (art 44. paragraph 3 WML).
Manner of keeping records is prescribed by the Rulebook on keeping records and waste form content on transport of waste (OG MNE No. 50/12). Rulebook provides a way of keeping records of waste (quantity and type of waste) including waste containing PCB.
· Deciding whether to develop installations for the disposal etc of PCBs and contaminated equipment (Art. 8)

There are no PCB-disposal installations in Montenegro.

· Subjecting certain decontamination/disposal operations are subject to a permit system (Art. 8)

Separation of PCB from equipment, PCB treatment and decontamination of equipment can be done by a company or entrepreneur who has the appropriate equipment, 
facility for temporary storage of PCB and the required number of employees, based on
a permit for the removal of hazardous waste (article 56, paragraph 4 of Waste Management Law).
· Implementing measures for decontaminating transformers (Art. 9)

Rulebook stipulated measures for decontaminating transformers (Art. 7): The holder of equipment and waste containing PCBs shall take the necessary measures to ensure that transformers containing more than 0,05 % by weight of PCBs are decontaminated under the following conditions:

(a) the objective of the decontamination must be to reduce the level of PCBs to less than 0,05 % by weight and, if possible, to no more than 0,005 % by weight;

(b) the replacement fluid not containing PCBs must entail markedly lesser risks;

(c) the replacement of the fluid must not compromise the subsequent disposal of the PCBs;

(d) the labelling of the transformer after its decontamination must be replaced by the labeling specified in the Rulebook.
· Prohibiting the separation of PCBs (Art. 5)

Not transposed yet.

· Prohibiting the filling of transformers (Art. 5)
It is prohibited to charge the transformer and other closed systems (condenser) with fluids containing PCBs (article 56, paragraph 8 of Waste Management Law). 

· Prohibiting the incineration of PCB on ships (Art. 7)

It is prohibited any incineration of PCBs and/or used PCBs on ships (article 56, paragraph 7 Waste Management Law).
· Establishing an effective inspection and enforcement system

Inspection supervision for all types of waste, except for municipal and construction waste shall be performed by the environmental inspectorate (Article 86, paragraph 2 Waste Management Law).
· Establishing a reporting system

The holder of equipment and waste containing PCBs shall keep records of equipment and PCB waste and PCB quantities of and submit data to the Agency by 31 March of the current for the previous year.
