Directive 2011/65/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council of 8 June 2011 on restricting the use of certain hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment, as amended by delegated Commission Directives 2012/50/EU of 10 October 2012 and 2012/51/EU of 10 October 2012.
A. Which parts of the provisions of the Directive have been transposed?

The Ministry of Sustainable Development and Tourism has been active in the preparation of the Decree on limit values ​​of hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment and harmonization of legislation with the Directive 2011/65/EU on the restriction of use of certain hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment. In cooperation with the Secretariat for Legislation for now the legal framework has been established for the preparation of this Decree in Article 23, paragraph 4 of the Law on the Environment ("Official Gazette of Montenegro", 40/11).

Bearing in mind that the Decree on limit values ​​of hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment was drafted, based on the alignment tables the degree of transposition of this directive is now about 5%. The provisions of this Directive shall be transposed in addition to the above Decree to the Law on Amendments to the Law on Waste Management.
B. When and what measures are foreseen for transposing of the remaining provisions?

Based on results of the analysis of the implementation of the Law on Waste Management ("Official Gazette of Montenegro", 64/11), and from the fact that the development of a National Waste Management Plan for the period 2013-2018 is in progress, for which it is necessary to determine the strategic orientation on which the plan will be based, the need for minor amendments to the Law on Waste Management was recognized. When the conditions have been fulfilled for the preparation of the draft law on amendments to the Law on Waste Management that act will define the basis for the preparation of secondary regulations that will transpose the provisions of the Directive to the legislative framework of Montenegro.

For implementing the provisions of this directive, which will partly be transposed into the Law, and partly through the said by-law, it was estimated as most expedient for the inspection supervision over its implementation to be carried out by market inspectors.

The adoption of the Law on Amendments to the Law on Waste Management and Decree on limit values ​​of hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment is planned in 2013, and no later than in the first quarter of 2014.
C.  What has been achieved in terms of:

· Identifying competent authority/ies

It is planned that, by enacting the Law on Amendments to the Law on Waste Management, supervision over the implementation of this Law and the Decree on limit values ​​of hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment will be conducted by the Ministry in charge of waste management.

·  Decision  on  the method of implementation 

For implementing the provisions of this directive, which will partly be transposed into the Law, and partly through the said by-law, it was estimated as most expedient for the inspection supervision over its implementation to be carried out by market inspectors.
· Prohibit the placing on the market of new EEE containing lead, mercury, cadmium, Hexavalent chromium, polibromne biphenyls (PBB) or polybrominated diphenyl etre (PBDE), unless the application is covered by an exemption in accordance with Article 5(2)
This provision of the Directive will be transposed by drafting the Decree on limit values ​​of hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment.
· Establishment of the executive system, including penalties.
Is planned to establish a system of execution, including the penalties defined by the Law on Amendments to the Law on Waste Management.
